SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION GUIDELINES

The North Reading Recreation Department plays a central role in defining the Town’s quality of life and is
committed to offering low cost recreation programs, special events and trips to citizens of North Reading. The
Department is committed to making its programs accessible to all segments of the North Reading population as
possible.

Any North Reading resident may request a scholarship for a recreation program when a need exists. Those
requests must be made in writing on an official “Request for Scholarship” form. All requests will be evaluated
on financial and/or personal hardship. All requests are kept confidential but necessary to determine the degree
of need for each applicant. The Department will employ the State and Federal standards for determining
eligibility. Scholarships may be available to eligible citizens for selected Recreation programs as funds are
available. Funds are generally limited and full scholarships may not be granted.

PROCEDURE:

» Applicant must submit a Request for Scholarship form completed and with all required documents. If the
application does not have all the required documents, it will not be considered.
» Applicant and participant must be North Reading residents.
> Applications for summer programming must be submitted no later than June 1* each year.
Late applications may be considered if funding is available.
All other scholarship requests must be submitted 3 weeks prior to the program start date.
Household income is defined as the sum of all pay, allowances, maintenance/child support, alimony, social
service allowances, disability, veterans allowances and any and all income (whether earned or unearned).
» Scholarships are awarded (if eligible) for most recreation programs with the following exceptions.
~ Registration fees ~Late fees ~ Before/After Summer Care ~ Trips ~ Special Events
~ Programs using Independent Contractors ~ Programs fees of $20 or less
Note: Some Independent Contractors may offer their own scholarships. Please inquire.
» Submission of an application for a scholarship is subject to review and decision by the Recreation Director.
» If a scholarship is approved and there is a balance due for the program, the balance is required to be paid
prior to the program unless other arrangements have been allowed by the Recreation Director.
» Only one application is required per calendar year but requests for each program must be made separately.
» Notification will be made in writing (preferred via e-mail) to the applicant once a decision has been
determined.
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All other Programming Due: 3 Weeks Prior to Program Start Date
